Meals

The schools all have a very bright and attractive
dining room. Meals are on a self-service basis in
the dining room. There are three meals a day
and a choice of hot and cold meals at lunch and
dinner time. On excursion days a packed lunch
is provided comprising of a sandwich, a drink,
crisps, chocolate, a yoghurt and fresh fruit

The Programme

The programme is designed to
help students make the most of
their time with us. Our junior vaca-
tion courses are especially de-
signed to give younger students
the opportunity to meet students
from all around the world, to im-
prove their English and to provide
a range of activities which provide
opportunities for learning, mixing and also new skills.

Teacher/Student Ratios

Our teacher — student ratio is excellent and better than those recommended by

English UK and the British Council. The safety and well being of each student
is of paramount importance.

The recommended number of teachers to supervise students varies according
to the situation:

Classroom - 12 students per teacher. (Class maximum=15 students)

Outside visits - students age 7- 12 ratio 1-8 age 13- 17 ratio 1-12
Afternoon and evening activities have 10 to 15 students per teacher.

Bedtimes - 1 adult per corridor on overnight duty
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Why are our programmes successful?

Our programmes are divided into three areas:

Teaching Activities Excursions

We have one manager in charge of each area; these 3 people work carefully to-
gether throughout the year to make sure that not only are the areas interesting in
themselves, but that there are links between them — for example there is prepara-
tion in the English classes for the excursions, there are activities on the excur-
sions, there is English practice in the activities and in all the areas students are
mixed with those from other countries and have maximum opportunities to inte-
grate with other international students.
The Teaching Programme & Teaching Methodogy

Our overall aim is to help students improve their English. However, we also
want to help students develop a love of learning languages. Specifically we
will help students develop better learning strategies and encourage them to
move towards becoming more independent learners with strategies for continu-
ing to learn.

UIC students will be able to use English accurately and fluently. Our
methodology combines traditional language teaching with the latest teaching
techniques. Students learn relevant language which they can put into immediate
use.




The Placement Test & The Classes

The Placement Test

On the first day the students are assessed to determine their grammatical
knowledge and fluency of spoken English. Students are tested and placed into
an appropriate class. This is firstly within an age band (7-10 / 11-14 / 15+) and
within the age bands they are then placed in levels. We also make sure there is a
good nationality mix in the class.

It is very important that students are placed in a class according to their abil-
ity, maturity level and age. We take a lot of time and effort in placing students
carefully in their classes. The tests take the form of writing, reading, lis-
tening, an oral interview. We use tests from recognised EFL materials as
well as ones designed by ourselves. In our experience these have always
proved very effective. We offer a range of levels: beginner, pre, elementary,
elementary, pre intermediate, intermediate and upper intermediate.

Advanced lessons may be available, depending on other students of that level.

The Classes

At CCL we split our teaching programme into two sections, Communicative Gen-
eral English and Discover Britain. The Communicative General English class
(Lessons 1 and 2) is a course book lesson and aims to give the students’ some
core skills and structure to learning focusing on their ability to perform functions

in English. The lesson will focus on overall communicative competence, fluency
and accuracy rather than grammatical structures as the course is intensive and
short. The teachers’ follow a carefully designed syllabus .

The students are required to be able to communicate in English on a daily basis in all
summer school activities.

The Discover Britain class (lesson 3) is a task-based syllabus designed to intro-
duce students to English culture, society, customs and traditions. This lesson is de-
signed to prepare the students for the excursions each week. Lessons are based
around skills and vocabulary development and the materials have been carefully
designed by UIC at various levels for each age group to achieve maximum benefit.
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The Teachers

The Teachers
CCL employ teachers who have a variety of teaching qualifications and
experience but above all are chosen for their suitability to work with young peo-
ple on our courses. If teachers are newly—qualified and do not have teaching
experience we run special training courses before the start of their employment.
We also run regular training sessions during the course for the teachers. Many of
our teachers return year after year.
Group Leaders
The conditions and criteria for a group leader are strictly followed.
A Group Leader has an important role to play and is part of the staff team. Here
are some of the roles and responsibilities expected of a group leader:
- Supervision at break, meal and bed teams
- Attendance at group leader meetings, assemblies and activities
- Supervision during the excursions
- Student banking and general welfare including First Aid

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Excursions

The day visits take into account the historical and cultural aspects of the city and
the educational value and the use of the English language. For each visit
there is a preparation period to ensure the students have an understanding

of the area and the background before the visit.

All students are issued with a packed lunch. Also they have an identity card with
the mobile telephone number of the teacher in charge of the excursion as well as
all the school contact details. We know how important safety and security are to
students and we have supervision ratios at least equal to the legal maximums
(and usually exceeding them) Group leaders are expected to supervise their
own group and follow the itinerary.

The Activity Programme
Afternoon and evening activities are the third significant part of our programme.
Our activity programme is organised to fit in with the overall ethos of the school and
to do this through encouraging students to mix as well as to learn new skills
and practise their English. Our afternoon activities (activity 1 and 2) take place
after lunch on the days when there is not an excursion. As in the morning the
afternoon activity timetable begins with an assembly. We operate on a three tier
system with regard to age: (7-10/11-14/15-17) within this age range, students
choose which activity they would like to do but we do fully encourage student to try
out different activities. In order to be included each activity has to meet the fol-
lowing criteria:

do students mix with those from other countries

can everyone take part in some way

can we ensure the safety of all students
The activities 1 and 2 take place from 1400 to 1700 with a break in the middle.

This gives students a chance to try out some activities as well as to enjoy things
they already know. We will structure student timetables so that there is a mix of
sports and other creative activities.

The rooms are at a high level , clean and
comfortable .

Students generally do not return to their rooms during the day except for one short
period before the evening 's activities .
